At the end of each business meeting, there will be time reserved for public comment under the Citizen Forum 
agenda item.  If you are interested in speaking, please fill out a blue comment card and turn it in to the staff 
member.  This time is set aside specifically for comments on items that are not on the Visual Resources 
Review Board regular agenda for the meeting.  Each speaker will be given three (3) minutes to speak on 
his/her topic. 
  
The Board also seeks public comment on regular agenda items during the portion of the meeting devoted to 
discussion and consideration of the specific agenda item.    
  
The Chairman may recognize individuals for public comment during both the regular agenda and Citizen 
Forum portions of the meeting based on the following guidelines.   
  

1. The Chairman shall maintain and control the meeting to provide a professional and objective 
environment conducive to presentation and discussion of the agenda items;  

2. Any Farragut resident interested in speaking should fill out a blue comment card stating which 
agenda item they would like to comment on and turn it in to the Town Recorder or a staff 
member; 

3. Speakers shall come to the podium and identify themselves by name and street address; 
4. Public comment shall be limited to three (3) minutes per individual. Time for public comment 

may be amended at the discretion of the Chairman; provided that when additional time is 
allowed, speakers with differing points of view are allowed the same amount of time if 
requested. Time is not transferable to other speakers; 

5. Speakers should strive to avoid redundancy; different considerations than expressed by previous 
speakers on a subject are encouraged; 

6. Comments that threaten violence or imminent physical harm toward any individual will not be 
tolerated. 

7. Comments may support or oppose issues or measures; 
8. Personal attacks on the character of individuals who hold different points of view that have no 

relationship to the merits of the matter or issue raised for discussion will not be tolerated. 
9. An applicant, and/or their representative(s), for an item on the regular agenda shall be afforded 

the time necessary to present their request and respond to questions.  The three (3) minute 
limitation shall not apply.  However, the Chairman may ask an applicant to stay on point in order 
to facilitate the efficiency of the meeting. 
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Each speaker will be asked if they can agree to abide by the Comment Protocol.  If so, please be prepared to 
speak when your name is called.

MINUTES  
I)  Call to Order 

Vice-Chairman Moore called the meeting to order at 6:00 p.m.  Members in attendance 
were Brittany Moore, Stephen Marlowe, Scott Russ, and Joe LaCroix.  Marty Layman, 
Johnathan Francis, and Student Representative Hisato Kurosaki were absent.  

II)  Approval of Minutes 

 A) Approval of August 26, 2025 Minutes 

Mr. LaCroix made a motion to approve the August 26, 2025, minutes as submitted. 
 Mr. Russ seconded the motion, which passed unanimously. 

III)  Staff Report 

 A) Wall signs approved since the last meeting. 

The staff reported that the following wall sign applications had been approved since 
the last meeting: 

1. Tri-Star Power Sports - 11470 Outlet Dr. 
2. JC Serene Hair & Scalp Spa - 11408 Kingston Pk. 
3. Dogtopia - 12925 Kingston Pk. 
4. 7 Brew (Parkside Dr. facing) - 11495 Parkside Dr. 
5. 7 Brew (parking lot facing) - 11495 Parkside Dr. 
6. Sage Dental (front wall) - 125 Biddle Farms Blvd. 
7. Sage Dental (back wall) - 125 Biddle Farms Blvd. 
8. Cabinet IQ - 11623 Parkside Dr. 

 
IV)  Business Items 

 A) Review of an individual tenant panel sign for Cabinet IQ, located at 11623 Parkside 
Drive. 

The staff recommended approval, noting that the sign had been proposed with a white 
background to match the other panels on the existing sign structure and appeared to be 
legible. 
Mr. LaCroix made a motion to approve the sign.  Mr. Marlowe seconded the motion, 
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which passed unanimously. 

 B) Review of an individual tenant panel sign for Paleteria Azteca, located at 11615 
Parkside Drive. 

The staff recommended approval, noting that the sign had been proposed with a white 
background to match the other panels on the existing sign structure and appeared to be 
legible. 
Mr. Marlowe made a motion to approve the sign.  Mr. Russ seconded the motion, 
which passed unanimously.  

 C) Review of a primary ground sign along Kingston Pike for Publix, located at 13123 
Kingston Pike. 

Staff noted that the monument sign was designed to accommodate a main sign for 
Publix and additional tenant panels for future business in the larger commercial center. 
It was also noted that the proposed landscaping for the sign aligned with the previously 
approved landscape plan for the development.  The staff then explained that the Board 
should determine whether just the main Publix address or the address range for the 
entire center should be included on the sign.  The staff recommended approval, noting 
that an as-built survey would be required to verify setback compliance. 
 
The Board discussed the sign plan and determined that the main address number for 
the Publix store was adequate at the top of the sign.  Mr. Marlowe made a motion to 
approve the sign subject to the as-built survey noted by staff.  Mr. Russ seconded the 
motion, which passed unanimously. 

 D) Review of a primary ground sign along Watt Road for Publix, located at 13123 
Kingston Pike. 

Staff noted that this was the second sign for the Publix commercial center, which had 
frontage on both Kingston Pike and Watt Road. The sign was designed to 
accommodate a main sign for Publix and additional tenant panels for the center, and 
the landscaping aligned with the previously approved landscape plan for the 
development.  No address number was required on the sign because it is located along 
Watt Road while the center is addressed off Kingston Pike.  The staff recommended 
approval, noting that an as-built survey would be required to verify setback 
compliance. 
 
The Board discussed the sign plan.  Mr. Russ made a motion to approve the sign 
subject to the as-built survey noted by staff.  Mr. LaCroix seconded the motion, which 
passed unanimously.  

 E) Review of a primary ground sign for Knoxville Christian School, located at 11549 
Snyder Road. 

The staff explained that the submitted plans do not adequately address the setbacks and 
location of the proposed sign. There was a walking trail easement and possibly an 
underground utility easement that may affect the location.  Staff noted that the 
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applicants were working on obtaining more accurate information to better define the 
location of the easements and make sure the sign meets the minimum setback for its 
proposed size.  Staff also noted that the landscape plan needed to identify the species 
of the proposed plants, and the applicant would need to verify that the proposed sign 
base would be architecturally compatible with the main building.  An as-built survey 
would also be needed to document the setback and easement clearance issues. 
 
The Board discussed the plan and determined that there were too many pending issues 
to approve it.  Mr. Marlowe made a motion to defer action on the request to allow the 
applicant to address the setback and easement issues and make any necessary changes 
or corrections.  Mr. Russ seconded the motion, which passed unanimously. 

 F) Discussion of sign compatibility and master sign plan for the new Publix shopping 
center located at 13123 Kingston Pike. 

The staff noted that the developers/owners of the Publix shopping center have 
proposed a master sign plan to satisfy the Town's wall sign compatibility requirements 
for multiple-use (multi-tenant) buildings.  The plan proposed green lettered sign(s) for 
Publix, as the main anchor tenant within the development, with white lettering to be 
used for all other tenant signs.  Individual tenant signs would also be allowed to use 
other colors within smaller secondary sign elements, such as logos and tag lines.  The 
use of additional colors for logos and taglines is in line with the Town's current 
permitting practices.  As proposed, all the signs would be internally illuminated 
channel letter signs.  The staff then explained that in situations where the 
developer/owner does not provide a master sign plan, all signs are typically required to 
use the same color, or a mix of white or black lettering as neural "colors" to assure 
compatibility.  In this case, the developer/owner was proposing to pair green lettering 
for the single anchor tenant (Publix) with neural white lettering for all other tenant 
spaces.  The staff then noted that, while different from the approach typically taken 
where no master plan exists, the use of white lettering throughout the rest of the 
development would seem to be compatible with the green Publix signs because white 
is a neutral "color" and is generally considered compatible with other colors.  The staff 
then asked for the Board's input on the proposal with respect to the Town's 
"compatibility" requirement for wall signs within multiple-use developments.   
 
The Board discussed the proposal and the compatibility requirement.  The Board 
supported the proposed sign plan and felt that it met the intent of the Town's 
compatibility requirements for multi-tenant developments. 

 G) Discussion of holiday schedules and possible rescheduling of November/December 
meeting dates. 

The staff noted that the regular November meeting would fall on Tuesday, November 
25th, two days before Thanksgiving, and that the regular December meeting would fall 
on Tuesday, December 23rd, two days before Christmas.  Staff asked whether the 
Board wanted to cancel or reschedule the meeting to avoid the holiday weeks and 
potential meeting attendance issues. 
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The Board discussed the schedule and noted that it typically reschedules and combines 
the two meetings into a single meeting.  The Board asked staff to coordinate a date for 
a rescheduled single meeting in December to replace the regular November and 
December meetings.
